USING EDMODO & COMPUTER ACCESS

What is Edmodo?  Edmodo is a free website that allows teachers to connect and collaborate with their students in a safe online environment.  “Edmodo is designed to get students excited about learning in a familiar environment.  On Edmodo, teachers can continue classroom discussions online and give polls to check for student understanding.”  Throughout the year, I will be using this site to get “a pulse” of my classroom, and students will be asked to share learning, express opinions, and complete assignments on this site.  You and your student may also want to download the mobile app to access the course on other electronic devices, including smart phones and tablets!  

I know at times access to an Internet connection may not be available.  Please know that over summer your student may use any computer to access the Edmodo site, including those at local public libraries.  Over the school year, AHS will provide AAA after-school tutoring sessions where computers and printers will be made available to students.  Free bus transportation should also be provided.  I will always provide ample time for all students to complete online assignments.  

MAKING AN EDMODO ACCOUNT
1. Create a free Edmodo account at www.Edmodo.com.  Make sure to create a username that includes your last name!

2. Look for my name or class, AP Literature 2014-2015, and email me for the group code to join my Edmodo group.
3. Make sure to read all assignments, ask any questions before the due dates, and upload assignments before the posted deadlines.  If you need help, make sure to contact me ahead of time!
